PERFORMANCE RECAP 

The Driehaus Active Income Fund experienced strong performance across a number of trading strategies in October.  The directional 
long segment of the portfolio contributed 212 basis points to returns during the month as spreads in both investment grade and 
high yield credit tightened by 35 basis points and 139 basis points respectively.  Our capital structure arbitrage strategy added 116 
basis points as several high beta technology and financial credits improved during the month. Pairs trades also contributed 105 
basis points to returns as a relative value opportunity involving two automotive credits added 69 basis points to returns.  On the 
losing side, the volatility trading strategy lost 88 basis points as equities legged higher and volatility dropped throughout the month.  
Other strategies contributed negligibly to returns.

NOT A LOT OF CLARITY HERE

One of my favorite market pundits to listen to on CNBC is “Mr. Clarity.”  Mr. Clarity generally proposes that investors should sit in U.S. 
Treasuries and cash until we have more clarity.  Then at that point, Mr. Clarity will spring into action and invest in risky assets. Mr. 
Clarity assures the crowd he is comfortable missing the first 10-20% of a rally in exchange for having a clearer vision of the future.

So I guess we received clarity in October (and yes I’m unsure as to whether I should end this sentence with a period or a question 
mark). If you bought the S&P 500 Index at what I fondly refer to as the “Dexia bottom” (October 4th, 2011), you would be up 18%.  
The clarity we received that day was that Dexia Bank would be nationalized.  Days later we received more clarity - Europe will have 
a larger pool of capital to draw upon to support the debt of struggling Eurozone nations, and the equity capital requirements will be 
raised for Eurozone banks.  Details on both fronts are in the works.

That is how it goes in the markets.  You do not often receive the “all clear” signal. More typically, clarity comes across as a jumbled, 
confusing and often times flawed set of data that could be broadly categorized as a mess.  With time, perspective and the benefit of 
20/20 hindsight, the market then decides that was the moment of clarity.

So two big questions remain.  First, was that our moment of clarity?  Second, will Mr. Clarity start investing into year-end now that 
the first 18% of this rally is in? We cannot profess to know the answers to these two questions, but we do think investors should take 
note of a number of major market indicators such as the ones outlined below (S&P 500, Oil and the 10 Year Treasury Yields). 

On the positive side, stocks have rallied sharply, and volumes since October 4th have actually exceeded daily volumes over the past 
year by approximately 90 million shares per day. Keep in mind that this rally has occurred even with global leaders and market 
pundits openly questioning whether the Eurozone should be broken up.

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These are all good indications that the macro environment is healing a bit.  However, as we stated above, there is no “all clear” 
signal.  Credit spreads in the U.S. and Europe have actually been rising again in November following the strong credit rally in October.  
Additionally, yields on European sovereign debt have been on the rise despite the best efforts of the Troika (the Troika refers to the 
European Commission, International Monetary Fund (IMF) and European Central Bank (ECB), acting together in policy negotiations). 
Importantly, the chart below shows that risk premium is beginning to get embedded into “core” Euro nations like France, Italy and 
Spain. And while equities have rallied broadly, the daily volatility has been extreme to say the least and more than sufficient to keep a 
lot of institutional and retail investors on the sidelines.

priced in this scenario, and more. In a recent report entitled “Tipping Point,” Deutsche Bank estimates that even a 5% contraction in 
Eurozone GDP would lead to less than 0.5% GDP impact on U.S. net exports. At the same time, Deutsche Bank concedes the impact 
on the Euro banking system could drag the global economy into a double dip scenario, and we would agree with that assessment.  As 
we have discussed numerous times in past letters, we believe our portfolio companies are well positioned to withstand a slowdown in 
economic growth, while continuing to generate profits and re-pay debt. In our view, another issue hampering the credit markets is that 
many investment managers are down for the year and will likely take fewer risks and trim exposures at the lower end of their portfolio.  
This seasonal effect often times reverses on January 2nd, as many of these same investment managers get prepared to make money 
for the oncoming year.  

Whatever the reason, credit has performed poorly recently.  No doubt many of you are tired of these lackluster returns and wondering 
if there is about to be another big leg down in prices.  We do not think so.  There is compelling value in credit right now, and the world 
seems too starved for investment opportunities to let prices slide much further. The selling over the past month has been measured, 
but not panicked at any time.  

As a whole, the picture looks pretty cloudy to us.  Consequently, we have not changed our positioning much at all over the past 30 
days.  We still believe investors are being well compensated to take credit risk, particularly at the lower end of the credit spectrum. At 
the same time, we recognize that macro headlines are almost exclusively determining the direction of the market. Given that back-
drop, we believe a big coupon and a strong stomach will serve investors well in the current environment. While we acknowledge that 
the market’s volatility has been a bit nauseating over the past month, the U.S. economy and company fundamentals should play a 
bigger role in defining market prices over the next several months.

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AGENCY MORTGAGE-BACKED SECURITY 
A mortgage-backed security issued and guaranteed by a government agency such as the Federal National Mortgage Association, Federal 
Home Loan Mortgage Corporation, or Government National Mortgage Association.

ASSET-BACKED SECURITY (ABS)  
A security whose value and income payments are derived from and collateralized (or “backed”) by a specified pool of underlying assets.

AVERAGE % OF PAR-SHORTS

AVERAGE COUPON 
The weighted-average gross interest rates of the pool of mortgages that underlie a mortgage-backed security (MBS) at the time the securi-
ties were issued.

AVERAGE YIELD
The average yield on an investment or a portfolio that results from adding all interest, dividends or other income generated from the invest-
ment, divided by the average of the investments for the year. 

CREDIT DEFAULT SWAP (CDS)
A contract in which the buyer of the CDS makes a series of payments to the seller and, in exchange, receives a payoff if a credit instrument 
(typically a bond or loan) goes into default. In its simplest form, a credit default swap is a bilateral contract between the buyer and seller of 
protection. 

EQUITY BETA
A measure describing the relation of a portfolio’s returns with that of the financial market as a whole. A portfolio with a beta of 0 means that 
its price is not at all correlated with the market. A positive beta means that the portfolio generally follows the market. A negative beta shows 
that the portfolio inversely follows the market; the portfolio generally decreases in value if the market goes up and vice versa.

MODIFIED DURATION 
A formula that expresses the measurable change in the value of a security in response to a change in interest rates. 

MORTGAGE-BACKED SECURITY (MBS)
An asset-backed security or debt obligation that represents a claim on the cash flows from mortgage loans, most commonly on residential 
property.

NET EXPOSURE
Calculated by subtracting the percentage of the Fund’s capital invested in short sales from the percentage of its capital used for long  
positions. It measures the Fund’s exposure to the market value of the positions.

SPREAD DURATION
The sensitivity of the price of a bond to a 100 basis point change to its option-adjusted spread. As the rate of the Treasury security in the 
option-adjusted spread increases, the rate of the option-adjusted spread also increases.

STOCK VEGA
The change in the price of an option that results from a 1% change in volatility. Vega changes when there are large price movements in the 
underlying asset and Vega falls as the option gets closer to maturity. Vega can change even if there is no change in the price of the underly-
ing asset (e.g., if there is a change in expected volatility).

SWAP
A derivative in which two counterparties exchange certain benefits of one party’s financial instrument for those of the other party’s financial 
instrument.
